That the Chicago Board of Education approve the closing of John V. LeMoyne Elementary School
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boundaries of Louis Nettelhorst Elementary School (“Nettelhorst”), Unit 5070, located at 3252 North
Broadway Avenue, and Horace Greeley Elementary School (“Greeley”), Unit 2730, located at 832 West
Sheridan Road, at the end of the 2006-2007 school year.

DESCRIPTION:

Prior to July 1, 2005, LeMoyne Elementary School had served grades kindergarten through eighth. Due
to the low utilization of LeMoyne, it was determined that LeMoyne should be phased out and its building
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students (Board Report 05-0622-EX9).

Currently, Inter-American Magnet School is sharing the facility at 851 West Waveland with LeMoyne for
the 2006-2007 school year. With a current enrollment of only 63 students, LeMoyne is ready to complete
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
