ADOPT FINDING THAT PUPILS ARE NON-RESIDENTS   
OF THE CITY OF CHICAGO INDEBTED TO THE  

CHICAGO PUBLIC SCHOOLS FOR NON-RESIDENT TUITION 

THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER RECOMMENDS THE FOLLOWING: 

That the Chicago Board of Education: (i) find that the custodiaA瀃耂esent academic school year, for the time that the identified pupils attended CPS schools; (ii) hold the 
pupils’ custodial parents accountable as indebted to the Board for non-resident tuition for the pupils’ attendance 
in the Chicago Public Schools for the pupils’ respective times of enrollment, which occurred between the 2012-
2013 to the 2018-2019 school year, in the total amount of $105,186.49; (iii) reject any objections by the parents 
to the Board’s findings; (iv) disenroll the pupils from the pupils’ current school of attendance; and (v) 
permanently ban pupils ID # I.D. # 50675313, I.D. # 50505741 from attending any Selective Enrollment School 
or program for the life of their primary and secondary education.  

DESCRIPTION: 
Sections 10-20.12a and 10-20.12b (105 ILCS 5/10-20.12a and 10-20.12b) of the Illinois School Code and Board 
Rule 5-12 authorize and empower the Board to charge tuition, not exceeding 110% of the per capita cost of 
maintaining its schools during the preceding school year, to pupils enrolled in the Chicago Public Schools
