the 2017-2018 school year (based on 2016-2017 data). The 5% assigned to the metric will
be reassigned to growth on NWEA Reading and Math, per existing reweighting rules.

Revision

e WIDA made significant changes to the ACCESS assessment over the last couple of years. As
a result, national norms for this assessment are not available for the current year.

= We fully anticipate receiving new national norms from WIDA this year and intend to reinsert
this metric into the policy next year.

Rationale

e The current Board policy for high school ratings calls for ACT results (which only applied to
juniors) to be used in calculating growth and attainment metrics.

e ACT growth and attainment metrics count for 25% of a school’s rating.

e The resolution before the Board replaces ACT measures for growth and attainment with
measures based on the PSAT and SAT assessments for the 2017-2018 school year (based on
2016-2017 data).

e The combined 25% from the current ACT growth and attainment measures will be distributed
among growth and attainment measures for PSAT and SAT which will apply to freshmen,
sophomores and juniors.

e The lllinois State Board of Education mandated a shift from ACT to SAT as the required 11t
grade assessment for the 2016-2017 school year. Additionally, CPS required all 9t and 10t
graders to take the grade-appropriate PSAT assessment. This resolution aligns SQRP with the
resulting high school assessment calendar.
